The Minutes of the meeting held on 3rd March 2025 were agreed.

Discussion with Taylor Wimpey re Interest in Land in Tayport at Scotscraig..

A full discussion was held regarding the Potential for building at the North end of Tayport,and the South end, with the potential for 320 homes.  Cllr Kennedy Dalby confirmed that she could listen to the presentation but could make no comment at this stage.

Taylor Wimpey presented a full report showing investigations, and potential plans for building on the 2 sites. It was emphasised that this was very early stages, and the sites had not even been offered up to Housing providers. There was a full discussion, with emphasis on planning for the services required for such housing potential, such as schools, medical practice, bus services and social housing. A full set of reports were issued to members of the Community Council and it was agreed that they would feed back to Taylor Wimpey once they had had time to properly digest the proposals.
